	 1. Create a 5 W’s chart  on a historic person, book, play, art work or event form the 70’s (who, when, where, what, why) and write a newspaper article about your person that includes important, unusual, and interesting information about him/her and his/her accomplishments.
	2. Prepare 10 written 
interview questions in order to produce a 3-minute video presentation in which you interview a primary source who lived in the 70’s. In this interview, ask him or her to relate important life experiences and any historic happenings of the 70’s that were meaningful to them.
	3. Write an Author’s comic strip where your person is a principal character from one of the stories we’ve read this year. He/she should discuss their book/short story with other characters from the same story, their thoughts on events, changes they would make to the ending, etc. 

	4. Create and Present an Animoto Video, or a 10 slide Power Point Presentation on research of any subject area from the 1970’s. Ten pictures and facts must be included. Also, include an (11th) reference slide that indicates where you obtained your information. Use at least one book and one periodical. 
	5. Required Research Paper
Choose an important person in 70’s History.  Use at least 3 sources to find information about him/her including:

· Early life

· Problems encountered

· Important events

· Accomplishments

Take notes and have a bibliography with your sources.
	6. Write and present a monologue written from the point of view of your person. He/she should discuss an important event in his/her life. Be sure to have your monologue 
reflect the probable 
emotions of your person.



	7. Prepare 10 written 
interview questions and answers in order to produce a 3- minute video presentation in which you dress as the person and pretend to be him or her. Ask one classmate to interview you and another to video the interview. In this interview, relate his/her important life experiences and achievements.
	8.  Design a poster 
that includes the name, a center picture or drawing of the person with at least nine (9) important informational segments, clouds, or squares that contain information about the person’s life and accomplishments.
	9. Create an illustrated time line. Include at least 10 important events from the life of your person with accurate dates and illustrations of each event.
