	1. Write an acrostic poem using the first and last name of one of the heroes you have studied. The poem should give information about this person and what he/she did to be a hero.
	2. Make a time line 
representing events in the lives of 10 different American heroes who were champions of rights and freedoms throughout American 
history. Include dates from the era of interest to the present.
	3.  Required Activity Design and present a 3-D geological site for the time period studied. Use clay, paint, and a Styrofoam backing. Create a detailed setting that depicts the era in which you wish to bring to life. Write a detailed story depicting the setting and any animals/wild life that depend upon that area. You determine who, what, when, where and why of this 3-D geological world. 

	
4. Create a collage 
consisting of 3-5 word/phrases and 3-5 
pictures/drawings 
representing at least one of the heroes we have studied. The phrases and pictures should symbolize their accomplishments and the time period and culture they lived in.
	
5.Read independently 
a variety of Internet and print sources about at least 3 American heroes who lived during this Era. Take notes as you read, discuss what you learned with a partner. Then present the information to your group. Your contribution of ideas to the class will have a lasting impact on discussions and opinions formed about American heroes from this era.
	
6. Create an ABC Book 
on one of the historical 
figures from this era, depicting or featuring his/her 
culture, time period, and the struggle for rights and 
freedoms that they 
supported.

	
7. Required Activity
Write a short essay about
one or more historical figures

we studied in connection to 

this time period. Include why 
and how this individual captured the feelings, emotions, and determination of this era.
	
8. Required Activity  Create a group Power Point Presentation  on an American Hero from this era and a geologic element. Your 2 slide presentation must list at least 5 important facts about his or her accomplishments. The selected pictures should represent clothing and other elements from the hero’s time period.
	
9. Find a song from the time period that was used in the struggle for rights and or freedoms championed by one of the heroes you have 
studied. Select a song and share it with the class, a song that depicts the emotions of the era and captures an auditory snapshot of the culture.


All students must complete #3, #7, and #8 first. You may then choose any two other activities.
